I helped to organize an International Conference that was held last month in Portugal focusing on the need to live within planetary boundaries and to respect the planetary well being of the earth. 

12 million hectares of it is lost every year due to desertification and drought and Europe and the US lose several billion tons of topsoil each year

The World Bank reports that global demand for water will exceed supply by 40% by 2030.

The emissions in industrialized countries climbed by 9.9% between 1990 and 2006. Global emissions are now growing at 3.5% a year as compared to 0.9% in the 1990s. Industrialized countries have contributed 3/4s of the increase in emissions since 1950 with only 21% of the world’s population.

How to address loss and damage and historic liability?

Given that humanity is already exceeding planetary boundaries and the carrying capacity of the earth, the UN ought to include an SDG that recognizes the Earth System as a whole as a Natural Heritage of Humanity that must be protected and managed in a totally sustainable manner.
